Fees 
: $1.00 or $0.00 – on January 31st.  At Brandywine, there are three options: $35.00: ski gear rental, lift ticket, and beginner lesson; $40.00: snow board gear rental, lift ticket, and beginner lesson; or $17.00: tubing for 4 hour period.  How this works: We need $1.00 to purchase a ticket for snow boarding or skiing at Great Trail Council’s office.  That ticket enables each person to get the ski or snowboard package rate from Brandywine.  Upon arriving at Brandywine Saturday morning, I will give each person their ticket.  They will pay the $17/35/40 for their activity that day on their own.  If you do not have the ticket from Great Trail – you will have to pay public rate! For tubing the $17 fee is the public rate, there is no discount.  So if you want to just tube, there is no cost up front and you will pay your $17 at Brandywine (still need a permission slip turned in).        
Meals            : Meals will be on your own.  Brandywine does have a lodge with a cafeteria.  Recommend either bringing a sack lunch or money to buy meals.  Note: food is expensive there - $10 should cover costs for ‘most’ Scouts.

Personal Equipment Needed: Clothing for winter weather, recommend bringing dry change of clothes in duffle bag.  AND BRING A WATCH!

Activity Notes/Itinerary:  Great Trail Council and Brandywine Ski Resort offer their 14th Annual Scout Weekend.  We will meet at MCUMC and drive to Brandywine for the day.  Fees include rental gear, lift ticket and beginner’s lesson.  Meals will be on your own.  We will have a meeting point in the Lodge where personal gear can be left for the day.  At 4:00pm, rental gear will be turned in and we will meet in the lodge at 4:15 to return back to MCUMC by 5:00 pm.  You will have your option of skiing, snowboarding, or tubing.  Please note: once you have paid for your package at Brandywine, there is no changing.  So make sure you know what you want to do!  
The buddy system will be in place, you are not to go ANYWHERE without a buddy with you at all times.  Counselors will be on hand to offer Snow Sports Merit Badge, Downhill option only (www.meritbadge.com/mb/135.htm) for those that are ready, and there is an additional $15 fee.  If you already have your own gear and/or ski pass it may be less expensive for you to NOT purchase this package, or cheaper to buy the package but just don’t use their gear – you will need to check into that (I believe daily lift tickets are $39.00, go here to make sure: www.bmbw.com).  If that is the case, bring your pass or money to pay for whatever you need.  We still need to know you will be coming so we can arrange for adequate drivers.  The slopes are open until 9:30pm.  If you should wish to stay later you must have an adult with you and make your own arrangements to get home.  This ticket is good for any day that weekend – but only one day!  So if you should wish to get more tickets for other days that weekend (Sunday and/or Monday), let us know so we can purchase additional tickets for you.  We can open this up to all family and friends you wish to bring, but each needs to fill out attached permission slip!  
PLEASE READ and UNDERSTAND this information from Brandywine.  It is part of Snow Sports MB, and we are to review it with you:

The National Ski Areas Association established "Your Responsibility Code" in 1966 as a code of ethics for all skiers on the mountain. Today, the code reflects not only skier safety, but snowboarder and lift safety as well. The points listed in the Your Responsibility Code are the rules of the road when you are on the mountain. So, whether you ski with one board or two, or use other specialized equipment, always show courtesy to others so that your paths don't cross.

It is important to remember that there are elements of risk in mountain activities that common sense and personal awareness can help reduce. Please note, violations of Your Responsibility Code, and the following additional rules, ordinances and/or guidelines may result in criminal prosecution, civil liability and/or loss of lift privileges without compensation or refund:

1. Always stay in control and be able to stop or avoid other people or objects. 

2. People ahead of you have the right of way. It is your responsibility to avoid them. 

3. You must not stop where you obstruct a trail, or are not visible from above. 

4. Whenever starting downhill or merging into a trail, look uphill and yield to others. 

5. Always use devices to help prevent runaway equipment. 

6. Observe all posted signs and warnings. Keep off closed trails and out of closed areas. 

7. Prior to using any lift, you must have the knowledge and ability to load, ride, & unload safely.

This is a partial list. Be safety conscious. Officially endorsed by the National Ski Areas Association, National Ski Patrol, Professional Ski Instructors of America. For more great skier and snowboarder safety information, visit the National Ski Area Association's Ski/Snowboard Safety site.

Other Points to Remember:
On the Slopes:
1. Always ride or ski in control and within your ability. Do not ride or ski too fast or recklessly. Do not ski slopes too difficult for your ability. 

2. When walking or climbing always keep to the side of the trail or slope. 

3. If you have a collision resulting in an injury to another person it's your responsibility to stay at the collision site until the Ski Patrol arrives. All injuries must be reported before leaving Brandywine. 

4. Inverted aerial maneuvers (flips) are prohibited. 

5. It is your responsibility to control your body on the ground and in the air. Always clear the landing area quickly. Never jump blindly. Use a spotter when necessary. Look before you leap! One user on a terrain feature at a time. Inspect terrain before using and throughout the day. 

6. Do not ride or ski beyond CLOSED AREA signs into a closed area. 

7. Do not build up jumps, schuss, or ski out of control. Schussing means skiing straight down the hill extremely fast and/or recklessly.

Lifts:
1. Do not jump out of chairlifts. 

2. Lift tickets must be attached by wire wicket to the skier, so that the tickets are visible to lift operations. 

3. A skier/rider who is alone when entering the lift line should call out "single" so that others may ride the chairlift with him on double, triple or quad lifts. 

4. Remove pole straps from wrists before loading on chairlifts. Stand close together in the loading area. 

5. Absolutely no cans or bottles are to be taken on ski lifts or ski slopes. 

6. Do not cut lift lines. 

7. Get on and off lifts only at loading and unloading areas. Do not swing or bounce chairs while riding chairlift. Do not cross operating rope tow tracks.

Etiquette and Behavior
1. Be courteous and respect others. Do not use rude language and/or behavior. 

2. Do not bring skis, snowboards or poles into the lodge. 

3. Snowboarders must follow Your Responsibility Code. Do not sit at the top of the run in such a way as to block the starting area or otherwise obstruct any area of the slope. 

4. Do not abuse rental equipment. Do not go on dry pavement with skis on.

A ski area operator or any employee, upon finding a person skiing/riding in a careless, inappropriate or reckless manner, could result in consequences ranging from a one-on-one Safety Awareness Seminar with a Ski Patroller to a lifetime suspension from Brandywine. So take it easy out there. Give people some space.

If you do not agree and accept the above conditions, then you will not be allowed to use the facilities at our ski area.

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Troop 935 Discipline Policy
The Boy Scouts of America have two "sets of ideals" which govern the conduct of any Scout. These are the SCOUT OATH and the SCOUT LAW. When a boy becomes a Scout and at the beginning of each meeting he promises to try to live these ideals. A list of rules and regulations would do nothing more than repeat what is already contained in the Scout Oath and Law. Every Scout in Troop 935 and every guest attending any Troop 935 function is expected to behave according to the Scout Oath and the Scout Law. Our procedure for dealing with Scouts who become a behavior problem is as follows:

· General discipline within the Troop is the ultimate responsibility of the Scoutmaster or the Leader in Charge of an activity. Unacceptable behavior that will not be tolerated include but are not limited to lying, stealing, fighting, swearing, failing to follow directions, or taking part in discussions of topics not appropriate for Scouting.  It is inappropriate and unacceptable to 'talk back' to any leaders, or be unkind to any other Scout.  

· Boy or Adult Scout leaders of this Troop are NOT to be disciplinarians of any boy, and will not attempt to fill this role for a boy’s parents.  

· The Scout must realize that at all times he represents The Boy Scouts of America, Buckeye Council, Troop 935, and lastly, themselves to the people around him and must be on his best behavior at all times as said representative.     

· Any boy who misbehaves will meet and discuss with the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge, in an attempt to solve the problem.  This may be the only warning the boy will receive that his behavior is not acceptable.   

· If a Scout's behavior continues to contradict the Scout Oath and Scout Law after a reasonable effort has been made, then the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge may decide that it is necessary to have the Scout’s parent retrieve him, regardless of location and time.  

· Before the Scout can resume activities with the Troop, a conference is to be held with the Troop Committee representative, Scoutmaster, Scout, and Parent/Guardian to decide an appropriate course of action.  At a minimum, the Scout shall be suspended from attending or participating in any Troop 935 Scouting function for one week.   

· If the Scout's behavior has not improved after the above steps the Scoutmaster may request the Troop Committee’s involvement to resolve the situation.   
Troop 935 Medication Policy

Please read the following if your son needs to given medication while participating in this activity.

· All medication must be hand delivered by the parent or guardian to the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge of an activity prior to departure for this activity. 

· Scout leaders will return said medication to parent or guardian upon returning from activity. 

· All medication shall be in a plastic zip-lock bag that has the Scout’s name clearly printed on it. 

· Only the proper amount of medication for the time frame of this activity shall be sent. 

· Do not send full bottles of medication. 

· All medication must be sent in the original prescription bottles. 

· A printed note from the parent/guardian must be in the zip-lock bag and must contain:

· parent/guardian's name, phone number, and signature;

· the time of day the medication is to be given;

· proper dosage for each medication;

· any other instructions or information pertaining to the medication.

Failure to do any of the above will mean your Scout will not be allowed to participate in this activity!
