Activity Notes:  We will be camping at Buckeye Council’s former Summer Camp, Camp Tuscazoar.  The camp is owned and operated by a The Camp Tuscazoar Foundation, Inc, a non-profit group of former Scouts and now dedicated adults seeking to preserve the camp for use by organizations such as us.  We will be tent camping at a campsite yet to be determined.  You can learn more about the Foundation at: www.tuscazoar.org (and they make some great maple syrup!)
The focus on this weekend is bicycle riding, and earning some difficult advancement requirements.  Scouts will have opportunity to learn about or earn the following requirements – if they are prepared to take advantage of the opportunities:

Tenderfoot: 1, 2, 5, & 11;

2nd Class: 1a, 1b (difficult to get), 2a, 2b, 2c, 2f, 4, 5, & 6b (difficult to get);

1st Class: 1 & 6;

Camping Merit Badge (Eagle required merit badge) - learn about or earn: 2, 3, 4, 5e, 6b, 8a, 8b, 9b3 (very difficult to get!  This is one of the prerequisites for taking Camping MB at summer camp), & 9c (somewhat difficult to get, and always in need at the camp).  .  
Cycling Merit Badge (Eagle required merit badge) - learn about or earn: 2, 6a, 6b, 6c, 6d, 6e, 6f, part of 8.  You will need to discuss with a merit badge counselor – before the campout - that you can use this ride towards completion of the merit badge.  
We will meet at MCUMC at 8:30 am.  Scouts will be taught req. for 2nd Class 1a and given maps for the upcoming route.  We will load up and drive to the intersection of State Routes 212 & 21, just south of Navarre.  Bike riders will unload at Superior Tank & Trailer lot on the south west corner of the intersection, to do a final safety and route review.  
We will have a ‘SAG’ Vehicle to drive along with us the entire route.  The SAG vehicle will be a pick-up truck that will keep any day packs, have a couple jugs of water for refills, and Troop first aid kit & Scout medical records.  The vehicle will be able to carry any rider that needs to fall out of the ride, along with his bike.  We will not attempt any extensive bike repairs.  If it can be fixed quickly, the patrol will wait and assist the rider.  Otherwise, issues such as flat tires, failed brakes, anything else requiring special tools or parts, rider cramps or an on-going inability to keep up with his patrol, the bike and rider will go into the SAG vehicle for the duration of the ride.  We will stop every couple miles to discuss issues, get drinks, eat lunch, review map, etc… We need a volunteer to drive this SAG vehicle!  

All personal and troop camping gear will be loaded into the Troop trailer and will meet us at Camp Tuscazoar.  Campsite will be determined upon arrival.  Pedro Patrol will cook a great dinner on Saturday evening, and prepare a quick Sunday morning breakfast.  We will need drivers for trailer and any other troop or personal gear.  Drivers on Saturday and Sunday morning will be needed!  
Additional notes:  

Each and every rider must have a bike helmet.  BSA Guide to Safe Scouting requires that all riders properly wear a correctly sized helmet at all times during the ride.  Anyone failing to follow this condition will be immediately directed to load their bike and themselves onto the SAG vehicle.  Riders should have pant leg straps on long pants, wear tennis shoes (no sandals), fanny or small bike pack to carry any small necessities – compass, route map, sunscreen, inhalers, mole skin, or otherwise, and if possible a water bottle.  Each rider should have a day pack/small bag to keep sack lunch, PONCHO, and personal first aid kit (meets 2nd Class requirement 6b).  These things can be kept on your person or on the SAG vehicle.  
The route will take us along county and state roads that can be busy at sections.  The only portion we will be on Route 800 is a short section that has a wide burm for us to use.  Safety precautions are imperative and horseplay cannot be tolerated.  We will stay in single file lines at all times.  The trail also passes private homes; stopping at these houses will only be done in cases EMERGENCIES.  Radios and cell phones will be in use by leaders and SAG vehicle only and at all times during route.  Most importantly, when using the trail and hiking throughout the area we must live by the SCOUT OATH and the OUTDOOR CODE.  Adult riders will be needed to go along ride.  Dress lightly and in layers, it may be rainy, temperatures should be in the mid 50s °F.

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Troop 935 Discipline Policy
The Boy Scouts of America have two "sets of ideals" which govern the conduct of any Scout. These are the SCOUT OATH and the SCOUT LAW. When a boy becomes a Scout and at the beginning of each meeting he promises to try to live these ideals. A list of rules and regulations would do nothing more than repeat what is already contained in the Scout Oath and Law. Every Scout in Troop 935 and every guest attending any Troop 935 function is expected to behave according to the Scout Oath and the Scout Law. Our procedure for dealing with Scouts who become a behavior problem is as follows:

· General discipline within the Troop is the ultimate responsibility of the Scoutmaster or the Leader in Charge of an activity. Unacceptable behavior that will not be tolerated include but are not limited to lying, stealing, fighting, swearing, failing to follow directions, or taking part in discussions of topics not appropriate for Scouting.  It is inappropriate and unacceptable to 'talk back' to any leaders, or be unkind to any other Scout.  

· Boy or Adult Scout leaders of this Troop are NOT to be disciplinarians of any boy, and will not attempt to fill this role for a boy’s parents.  

· The Scout must realize that at all times he represents The Boy Scouts of America, Buckeye Council, Troop 935, and lastly, themselves to the people around him and must be on his best behavior at all times as said representative.     

· Any boy who misbehaves will meet and discuss with the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge, in an attempt to solve the problem.  This may be the only warning the boy will receive that his behavior is not acceptable.   

· If a Scout's behavior continues to contradict the Scout Oath and Scout Law after a reasonable effort has been made, then the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge may decide that it is necessary to have the Scout’s parent retrieve him, regardless of location and time.  

· Before the Scout can resume activities with the Troop, a conference is to be held with the Troop Committee representative, Scoutmaster, Scout, and Parent/Guardian to decide an appropriate course of action.  At a minimum, the Scout shall be suspended from attending or participating in any Troop 935 Scouting function for one week. 
· If the Scout's behavior has not improved after the above steps the Scoutmaster may request the Troop Committee’s involvement to resolve the situation.   
Troop 935 Medication Policy

Please read the following if your son needs to given medication while participating in this activity.

· All medication to be hand delivered by the parent or guardian to the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge of an activity prior to departure for this activity. 

· Scout leaders will return said medication to parent or guardian upon returning from activity. 

· All medication shall be in a plastic zip-lock bag that has the Scout’s name clearly printed on it. 

· Only the proper amount of medication for the time frame of this activity shall be sent. 

· Do not send full bottles of medication. 

· All medication must be sent in the original prescription bottles. 

· A printed note from the parent/guardian must be in the zip-lock bag and must contain:

· parent/guardian's name, phone number, and signature;

· the time of day the medication is to be given;

· proper dosage for each medication;

· any other instructions or information pertaining to the medication.

Failure to do any of the above will mean your Scout will not be allowed to participate in this activity!
