Activity Notes:  This will be a great one!  We are departing on Friday evening (please eat dinner beforehand) and driving to Camp Miakonda, which is one of the oldest Boy Scout camps in the country located and in Toledo , Ohio (www.ToledoBSA.com).  We will be tenting there on Friday night.  Early Saturday morning we will have a *quick* breakfast and head out to Dearborn, Michigan, to tour the Ford Rouge, which is the original factory where Ford vehicles are still made.  Unfortunately, they will not be operational on the day we will be visiting, but the tour is still worthwhile.  After the tour, we will drive up the road to eat at World Renown Buddy’s Pizza for lunch.  The afternoon will be spent at the Henry Ford Museum, which we can enjoy until closing at 5pm.  We will return back to Toledo for dinner at the World Famous Tony Paco’s Hungarian Hot Dogs (dare you to try the “MOAD: Mother Of All Dogs”).  Afterwards onto The Ritter Planetarium (http://www.rpbo.utoledo.edu) at The University of Toledo.  There we will take part in an evening program that will teach you Astronomy Merit Badge.  Finally, we will return to Miakonda for the night.  Camp Miakonda has a very well known museum that will try and get a tour set up for on Sunday morning prior to heading home.  We will wear our Class A uniform shirts on Saturday – make sure you bring it along!  We will be glad to open up the ‘Troop 935 Savings But No Loan Bank’ for the weekend, just give cash for Saturday to any adult leader on Friday night before we depart.  Riders: please bring $10 to give your driver to pay for gas.     
Since this is a special activity that is not a typical camping weekend, parents / siblings are welcome to join us.  There are area hotels they can stay in, or they can join us in camping at the campsite.  However, be forewarned – this camp will not allow personal vehicles anywhere within the camp.  The Ranger will deliver our trailer to our campsite, so any gear not in the trailer will need to be hiked in.  As always, we will need numerous adults to drive, please take part!

1. Describe the proper clothing and other precautions for safely making observations at night and in cold weather. Tell how to safely observe the Sun, objects near the Sun, and the Moon. Explain first aid for injuries or illnesses, such as heat and cold reactions, dehydration, bites and stings, and damage to your eyes that could occur during observation. 

2. Explain what light pollution is and how it and air pollution affect astronomy. 

3. With the aid of diagrams (or real telescopes if available), do each of the following: 

a. Explain why binoculars & telescopes are important astronomical tools. Demonstrate or explain how these tools are used. 

b. Describe the similarities and differences of several types of astronomical telescopes. 

c. Explain the purposes of at least three instruments used with astronomical telescopes. 

4. Do the following: 

a. Identify in the sky at least 10 constellations, at least four of which are in the zodiac. 

b. Identify at least eight conspicuous stars, five of which are of magnitude 1 or brighter. 

c. Make two sketches of the Big Dipper. In one sketch, show the Big Dipper's orientation in the early evening sky. In another sketch, show its position several hours later. In both sketches, show the North Star and the horizon. Record the date and time each sketch was made. 

d. Explain what we see when we look at the Milky Way. 

5. Do the following: 

a. List the names of the five most visible planets. Explain which ones can appear inphases similar to lunar phases and which ones cannot, and explain why. 

b. Find out when each of the five most visible planets that you identified in requirement 5a will be observable in the evening sky during the next 12 months, then compile this information in the form of a chart or table. Update your chart monthly to show whether each planet will be visible during the early morning or in the evening sky. 

6. At approximately weekly intervals, sketch the position of Venus, Mars or Jupiter in relation to the stars. Do this for at least four weeks and at the same time of night. On your sketch, record the date and time next to the planet's position. Use your sketch to explain how planets move. 

7. Do the following: 

a. Sketch the face of the moon and indicate at least five seas and five craters. Label these landmarks. 

b. Sketch the phase and  the daily position of the Moon at the same hour and place, for a week. Include landmarks on the horizon such as hills, trees, and buildings.  Explain the changes you observe. 

c. List the factors that keep the Moon in orbit around Earth. 

d. With the aid of diagrams, explain the relative positions of the Sun, Earth, and the Moon at the times of lunar and solar eclipses, and at the times of new, first-quarter, full, and last-quarter phases of the Moon. 

8. Do the following: 

a. Describe the composition of the Sun, its relationship to other stars, and some effects of its radiation on Earth's weather. Define sunspots and describe some of the effects they may have on solar radiation. 

b. Identify at least one red star, one blue star, and one yellow star (other than the Sun). Explain the meaning of these colors. 

9. With your counselor's approval and guidance, do ONE of the following: 

a. Visit a planetarium or astronomical observatory. Submit a written report, a scrapbook, or a video presentation afterward to your counselor that includes the following information: 

1. Activities occurring there 

2. Exhibits and displays you saw 

3. Telescopes and instruments being used 

4. Celestial objects you observed. 

b. Plan and participate in a three-hour observation session that includes using binoculars or a telescope. List the celestial objects you want to observe, and find each on a star chart or in a guidebook. Prepare an observing log or notebook. Show your plan, charts, and log or notebook to your counselor before making your observations. Review your log or notebook with your counselor afterward. 

c. Plan and host a star party for your Scout troop or other group such as your class at school. Use binoculars or a telescope to show and explain celestial objects to the group. 

d. Help an astronomy club in your community hold a star party that is open to the public. 

e. Personally take a series of photographs or digital images of the movement of the Moon, a planet, an asteroid or meteoroid, or a comet. In your visual display, label each image and include the date and time it was taken. Show all positions on a star chart or map. Show your display at school or at a troop meeting. Explain the changes you observed. 

10. List at least three different career opportunities in astronomy. Pick the one you in which are most interested and explain how to prepare for such a career. Discuss with your counselor what courses might be useful for such a career.

Troop 935 Discipline Policy
The Boy Scouts of America have two "sets of ideals" which govern the conduct of any Scout. These are the SCOUT OATH and the SCOUT LAW. When a boy becomes a Scout and at the beginning of each meeting he promises to try to live these ideals. A list of rules and regulations would do nothing more than repeat what is already contained in the Scout Oath and Law. Every Scout in Troop 935 and every guest attending any Troop 935 function is expected to behave according to the Scout Oath and the Scout Law. Our procedure for dealing with Scouts who become a behavior problem is as follows:

· General discipline within the Troop is the ultimate responsibility of the Scoutmaster or the Leader in Charge of an activity. Unacceptable behavior that will not be tolerated include but are not limited to lying, stealing, fighting, swearing, failing to follow directions, or taking part in discussions of topics not appropriate for Scouting.  It is inappropriate and unacceptable to 'talk back' to any leaders, or be unkind to any other Scout.  

· Boy or Adult Scout leaders of this Troop are NOT to be disciplinarians of any boy, and will not attempt to fill this role for a boy’s parents.  

· The Scout must realize that at all times he represents The Boy Scouts of America, Buckeye Council, Troop 935, and lastly, themselves to the people around him and must be on his best behavior at all times as said representative.     

· Any boy who misbehaves will meet and discuss with the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge, in an attempt to solve the problem.  This may be the only warning the boy will receive that his behavior is not acceptable.   

· If a Scout's behavior continues to contradict the Scout Oath and Scout Law after a reasonable effort has been made, then the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge may decide that it is necessary to have the Scout’s parent retrieve him, regardless of location and time.  

· Before the Scout can resume activities with the Troop, a conference is to be held with the Troop Committee representative, Scoutmaster, Scout, and Parent/Guardian to decide an appropriate course of action.  At a minimum, the Scout shall be suspended from attending or participating in any Troop 935 Scouting function for one week.   

· If the Scout's behavior has not improved after the above steps the Scoutmaster may request the Troop Committee’s involvement to resolve the situation.   
Troop 935 Medication Policy

Please read the following if your son needs to given medication while participating in this activity.

· All medication to be hand delivered by the parent or guardian to the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge of an activity prior to departure for this activity. 

· Scout leaders will return said medication to parent or guardian upon returning from activity. 

· All medication shall be in a plastic zip-lock bag that has the Scout’s name clearly printed on it. 

· Only the proper amount of medication for the time frame of this activity shall be sent. 

· Do not send full bottles of medication. 

· All medication must be sent in the original prescription bottles. 

· A printed note from the parent/guardian must be in the zip-lock bag and must contain:

· parent/guardian's name, phone number, and signature;

· the time of day the medication is to be given;

· proper dosage for each medication;

· any other instructions or information pertaining to the medication.

Failure to do any of the above will mean your Scout will not be allowed to participate in this activity!
