Activity Notes: We will be camping at Hocking Hills Start Park in either the Youth or Main Group
Camp Areas. We will tent camp both nights and cook by patrol. Menus need to be approved by
ASPL at the November 4™ meeting. Each Patrol's grubmaster needs to bring food stored safely
for the weekend’s duration. Pedro Patrol will cook for adult visitors.

Description: http://www.buckeyetrail.org/shorthike04.html This hike makes use of the Buckeye
Trail (BT) and the white blazed Bypass Bridle Trail to create a loop hike. Depending on our
campsite, the hike starts on the Buckeye Trail where it crosses SR 664/374 near Old Man's Cave
and follows the BT until it crosses SR 56. Here hikers switch to the Bridle Trail (through the Youth
Camp area) for the return trip. This is a moderately hard hike down in the most beautiful gorge in
Ohio. You will be walking under, over and around magnificent rock formations. You will see the
twisted remains of the violent flooding destruction from 1997.

This weekend will qualify as a Polar Bear camping weekend (two nights towards the four
required).

This event can address the following requirements — if they are prepared to take advantage of the
opportunities:

e Tenderfoot: 1, 2,5, & 11
e 2" Class: 1a, 1b (difficult to get), 2a, 2b, 2c, 2f, 4, 5, & 6b (difficult to get);
e 1%Class: 1&6;

Camping Merit Badge (Eagle required merit badge) - learn about or earn: 2, 3, 4, 5e, 6b, 8a, 8b,
9b3 (very difficult to get! This is one of the prerequisites for taking Camping MB at summer
camp), & 9c (somewhat difficult to get, and always in need at the camp).

We will meet at McDonaldsville Methodist Church at 5:30 PM, projecting to be in the campsite by
9:00 PM.
The hike will be approximately four miles and the bike ride will be about 16 miles.

Additional notes:

Hikers and should have a fanny or day pack to carry any small necessities — compass, route map,
sunscreen, inhalers, mole skin, or otherwise, and if possible a water bottle and PONCHO.
(Including a personal first aid kit meets 2" Class requirement 6b.)

To make the adventure on the trail a positive scouting hiking experience, it is suggested that:

v Hikers must bring plenty of water.
v' Wear broken-in and water proofed hiking shoes with strong ankle support.
v Each patrol will need to pack a lunch for the trail.
v' A day backpack is recommended to carry needed items with you. Backpacking a portable stove
to cook a hot meal can be easily carried.

Most importantly, when hiking throughout the area we must live by the SCOUT OATH and the

Troop 935 Discipline Policy

The Boy Scouts of America have two "sets of ideals" which govern the conduct of any Scout. These are
the SCOUT OATH and the SCOUT LAW. When a boy becomes a Scout and at the beginning of each
meeting he promises to try to live these ideals. A list of rules and regulations would do nothing more than
repeat what is already contained in the Scout Oath and Law. Every Scout in Troop 935 and every guest
attending any Troop 935 function is expected to behave according to the Scout Oath and the Scout Law.
Our procedure for dealing with Scouts who become a behavior problem is as follows:

o General discipline within the Troop is the ultimate responsibility of the Scoutmaster or the Leader in
Charge of an activity. Unacceptable behavior that will not be tolerated include but are not
limited to lying, stealing, fighting, swearing, failing to follow directions, or taking part in
discussions of topics not appropriate for Scouting. It is inappropriate and unacceptable to
'talk back’ to any leaders, or be unkind to any other Scout.

o Boy or Adult Scout leaders of this Troop are NOT to be disciplinarians of any boy, and will not attempt
to fill this role for a boy’s parents.

o The Scout must realize that at all times he represents The Boy Scouts of America, Buckeye Council,
Troop 935, and lastly, themselves to the people around him and must be on his best behavior at all
times as said representative.

o Any boy who misbehaves will meet and discuss with the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge, in an
attempt to solve the problem. This may be the only warning the boy will receive that his behavior is
not acceptable.

o If a Scout's behavior continues to contradict the Scout Oath and Scout Law after a reasonable effort
has been made, then the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge may decide that it is necessary to have
the Scout’s parent retrieve him, regardless of location and time.

o Before the Scout can resume activities with the Troop, a conference is to be held with the Troop
Committee representative, Scoutmaster, Scout, and Parent/Guardian to decide an appropriate
course of action. At a minimum, the Scout shall be suspended from attending or participating in any
Troop 935 Scouting function for one week.

o If the Scout's behavior has not improved after the above steps the Scoutmaster may request the Troop
Committee’s involvement to resolve the situation.

Troop 935 Medication Policy

Please read the following if your son needs to given medication while participating in this activity.
o All medication to be hand delivered by the parent or guardian to the Scoutmaster or Leader in Charge
of an activity prior to departure for this activity.
o Scout leaders will return said medication to parent or guardian upon returning from activity.
o All medication shall be in a plastic zip-lock bag that has the Scout’s name clearly printed on it.
o Only the proper amount of medication for the time frame of this activity shall be sent.
o Do not send full bottles of medication.
o All medication must be sent in the original prescription bottles.
o A printed note from the parent/guardian must be in the zip-lock bag and must contain:
= parent/guardian’'s name, phone number, and signature;
= the time of day the medication is to be given;
= proper dosage for each medication;
= any other instructions or information pertaining to the medication.

Failure to do any of the above will mean your Scout will not be allowed to
participate in this activity!
